Tema kviecia mastyti apie meng
kaip tyrimo forma, kuri padeda suprasti
patirtj, tapatybe ir medijuotus pasaulius,
kuriuose gyvename.

Audiovisual and intermedial art increasingly
shapes how we perceive, remember, and
interpret the world. This PhD topic invites
students to explore these processes through a
philosophical and humanities-driven lens,
extending traditional textual analysis into the
broader terrain of images, sounds, and
multimodal narratives. The focus lies on how
artworks ranging from film and
photography to digital media, games, and
hybrid artistic forms — generate aesthetic
experiences that raise ethical, cultural, and
ontological questions. Students may examine
how perception is constructed across artistic
media, how memory is mediated or
transformed, or how artworks challenge
assumptions about reality, representation,
and the status of the image.

This direction resonates with current
international conversations in film and
documentary theory, game studies, visual
philosophy, and Scandinavian studies,
offering a  strong  platform  for
interdisciplinary inquiry. Its methods draw
on narratology, semiotics, and close analysis,
encouraging applicants to develop original
theoretical or analytical projects that engage
with contemporary media environments. The
topic invites students to consider art as a
mode of inquiry, one that shapes how we
understand experience, identity, and the
mediated worlds we inhabit.
