The proposed theme is relevant to
philological research as it focuses on the
interaction between morphosyntax,
meaning, and discourse in Baltic verb
systems, with particular attention to the
clausal periphery (including split-CP
structures) and information structure.
Lithuanian and Latvian preserve complex
systems of verbal prefixation, which
provide rich empirical material for
examining modality (including
epistemicity), Aktionsart, and verb—
argument relations at both clausal and
discourse levels.

The theme covers the analysis of verbal
prefixes, argument realization, agreement,
and information-structural marking,
allowing researchers to explore how
grammatical form contributes to the
structuring of events, the highlighting of
meanings, and evaluative interpretation.
Special attention is paid to cases in which
grammatical elements develop discourse-
pragmatic functions and participate in
processes of subjective and intersubjective
meaning construction.

From an interdisciplinary perspective, the
theme allows for the combination of
approaches from generative syntax,
semantics, cognitive linguistics, and
discourse analysis. More broadly, it
