Word formation in the Baltic languages from
both synchronic and diachronic perspectives
has been extensively researched by applying
traditional 20th-century methods. However,
there is a strong need to re-examine the
problems of the field by integrating
approaches of construction grammar, corpus
linguistics, psycholinguistics, machine
learning, and other interdisciplinary fields. It
is noteworthy that the Baltic languages are
characterized by a relatively complex
derivational morphology; consequently,
their data are of significant value for
diachronic, typological, and areal linguistics.
