Climate change and natural disasters have
become an increasingly important theme in
contemporary literature, at least since Jean-
Jacques Rousseau's idea of the return to
nature. In contemporary French-language
literature, this theme is explored
extensively and in a variety of ways because
French-language literature is global in
nature and explores not only the current
events of mainland France, but also the
literature of other countries that have been
particularly dramatically affected by climate
change. The theory of ecocriticism is widely
applied in all humanities in the international
and in Lithuanian academic space,
especially in philosophy (Zukauskaité 2023),
but also in literary studies (Slapkauskaité
2022). In French literary studies or studies
of French-language literature, the use of
this approach is linked to several important
philosophical studies: Félix Guattari's Three
Ecologies (Les Trois écologies, 1989); Michel
Serres' The Natural Contract (Le Contrat
naturel, 1990) and Philippe Descola's
Beyond Nature and Culture (Par-dela nature
et culture, 2005). However, theories of
ecocriticism proposed by US scholars were
quick to be used to read the French literary
canon e.g. Sara Buekens (2020) rethinks
French literature since World War Il, arguing
that this catastrophe forced a radical
rethinking of humanity's place in the world
and called into question the values of
traditional humanism as well as humanity's
relationship with nature.

However, the ideas of ecofeminism
(Frangoise d'Eaubonne 1974) are much less
developed. Contemporary French-language
literature, especially contemporary French-
language women's writing on this topic, has

not yet been systematically discussed,
