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Erdvé ir laikas kognityviniu poziiiriu: tarpkalbiné ir tarpkultiiriné
perspektyva

Space and time from a cognitive perspective across languages and
cultures

Sitlomos  tematikos  tyrimais  siekiama  iSsiaiSkinti,  kaip
konceptualizuojami ir vienoje ar keliose kalbose ir kultiirose koduojami
erdve ir laikas. Erdvé — esminé¢ ontologiné kategorija, gyvosios ir
negyvosios gamtos, jvykiy egzistavimo struktiira. D¢l to pagrindiniai
erdvés orientyrai yra budingi visoms kalboms. Visgi egzistuoja ir
elementariose komunikacinése ar edukacinése situacijose, bet ir tais
atvejais, kai erdvé tampa mastymo apie kitas zmogaus funkcionavimo
sritis, tokiy kaip laikas ar socialiniai santykiai, Saltiniu. Laikas — esminé
egzistavimo prielaida, abstraktesné uz erdve. Tyrimai rodo, kad laikas
daznai konceptualizuojamas per erdve, pavyzdziui, artéja pavasaris.

Savo prigimtimi pasirinkta kognityviné prieiga yra tarpdisciplininé. Ji
leidZia atskleisti paskirus ir labiau jsigaléjusius erdvés ir laiko
konceptualizavimo ypatumus, kartais ir sudétingg konkrecioms
kalboms ir kultiroms bei jy grupéms biidingg erdvés ir/ar laiko
suvokimo sistema.

Tiriama remiantis kalbos duomenimis. Tyrimyy rezultatai biity
svarbilis ne tik norint nustatyti erdvés ir laiko konceptualizavimo
polinkius, bet turéty ir tatkomyju implikacijy kalby mokymui(si),
vertimui, dizaineriams ir/ar reklamos kuréjams.

The suggested topic aims at uncovering the conceptualisation and coding of
space and time in different languages and cultures. Space is a fundamental
ontological category, the structure of existence of the natural world and
events. Therefore, the key parameters of space are common to many
languages. However, languages and cultures demonstrate marked
differences posing challenges in many communicative and educational
situations as well as in cases when space becomes the source of reasoning
about other spheres of human experience, such as time or social relations.
Time is a key prerequisite of existence, more abstract than space. Previous
research has amply demonstrated that time is frequently conceptualised in
terms of space, for example, spring is coming.

The chosen cognitive approach is interdisciplinary by nature. It thus helps
identify sporadic and entrenched aspects of conceptualising space and time,
sometimes also a complex system of space and/or time conceptualisation in
concrete languages or their groups.

Research is conducted based on linguistic data. The results are not confined
to identifying patterns of conceptualisation, but may also have applied
implications for teaching languages, in translation, for designers and/or
advertisers.
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Kognityviniai figiiratyviosios kalbos tyrimai

Figurative language from a cognitive perspective

Figtratyviosios kalbos (FK) apraiskos, pavyzdziui, metafora,
metonimija, humoras, ironija ir t.t., Siuolaikiniy tyrimy kontekste yra ne
tik kalbos, bet ir pozilirio ar vertinimo raiskos, o platesne prasme —
mastymo reiskinys, kuriam tirti pasitelkiamos jvairialypés diskurso
analizés ir kognityviniy moksly sankirtoje susiformavusios teorijos,
neapsiribojanc¢ios viena mokslo kryptimi. Per paskutinius kelis
deSimtmecius paraSyta daugybé darby i§ FK, kuriuose tiriami politinis
ir vieSasis, akademinis, teisés ir kt. diskursai vienoje ar keliose
kultirose. Taip lingvistiniai tyrimai susisiekia su politologiniais,
teisiniais, filosofiniais ir psichologiniais tyrimais ir vieni kitus papildo.
Tyrimu Sia tema siekiama dekoduoti figiiratyviaja kalba ir nustatyti jos
indél; ; komunikacing situacijg ir platesn] konteksta, o tai reiSkia
suprasti kalbétojo pozilrj, intencijas ir nuostatas, platesnes minties
implikacijas, tokias kaip tikslingai kuriamos netikros naujienos (fake
news) ar politiSki itin angaZuoti tekstai. Dirbama su vienos ar keliy
kalby tekstais. Tokio tyrimo rezultatai potencialiai veikia jvairias
vieSasias veiklas, pavyzdziui, zurnalisty ir kity vieSumoje matomy
Zmoniy generuojamus tekstus. Rezultatai gali biiti reikalingi ugdant
studenty kirtinj mastyma ir atsparumag jvairioms fakty iSkraipymo ir
informacijos ideologizavimo apraiSkoms.

Figurative language (FL), such as metaphor, metonymy, humour, irony, etc.,
in contemporary research is not confined to language. FL is a matter of
expression of attitude and evaluation; in broader terms, it is a matter of
reasoning, investigated in the framework of cross-disciplinary theories,
which evolved at the crossroads of discourse analysis and cognitive sciences.
The last decades have witnessed ample research of FL in different discourse
types, such as political and public, academic, legal, etc., in a single or in
several languages or cultures. Thus linguistic research is linked to and
complemented by political sciences, law, philosophy, and psychology.

The research aims at decoding FL and determine its contribution to a
communicative situation and broader context, which subsumes
understanding the attitude of the speaker, his/her intentions, viewpoint,
broader implications of reasoning, such as deliberately generated fake news
or politically biased texts. The research is based on texts from one or more
languages. The results of such investigation may potentially impact
numerous public activities, for example, texts generated by journalists and
other public figures. The results may be important when developing
students’ critical reasoning and resilience to various forms of fact distortion
and ideologically biased information.
