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Erdvés raiSka lietuviy ir latviy kalbose

The Linguistic Expression of Space in Lithuanian and Latvian

Erdvés raiska lietuviy ir latviy kalbose yra aktuali ir perspektyvi tema,
leidzianti atskleisti iy kalby vietos raiskos / erdvés konceptualizavimo budus:
ji atveria galimybe¢ nagrinéti santykius tarp erdvinés struktiiros ir kalbinés
raiSkos, tarp konceptualios vietos reprezentacijos ir jos kalbinés realizacijos
skirtinguose kalbos lygmenyse, taip pat tarp deiktinio centro, kalbétojo
perspektyvos ir situacinio konteksto.

Erdvés raiskos tyrimai reikSmingai prisideda prie kalbos semantinés ir
pragmatings sistemos apraSymo; teoriniy modeliy, aiSkinanciy, kaip kalboje
struktliruojamos, organizuojamos ir interpretuojamos erdvés reikSmés, kiirimo
ir tikrinimo; kalbinés variacijos ir kaitos tyrimy; taip pat prie lyginamosios ir
tipologinés kalbotyros plétros. Tokio pobudzio tyrimai plecia filologiniy
tyrimy lauka, i vientisg sistemg integruodami morfologija, semantika ir
pragmatika, taip pat jungdami sinchronijg su diachronija.

Tarpkryptiniu poZidiriu daZnai kognityvinés lingvistikos paradigmoje
plétojami  erdvés raiSkos tyrimai jungia lingvisting analiz¢ su
psicholingvistiniais ir antropologiniais poZiiiriais, 0 metodologiniu lygmeniu
integruojami lingvistikos, psichologijos ir informaciniy technologijy metodai,
leidZiantys atskleisti, kaip erdvés kategorijos kalboje atspindi konceptualius
pasaulio suvokimo modelius ir patirtinius orientacijos principus.

Tarptautiniy tyrimy kontekste erdvés raiSka laikoma viena centriniy
semantikos ir pragmatikos problemy, placiai nagrin¢jama tipologiniu,
kognityviniu ir eksperimentiniu poZiiiriu. ArchajiSkais struktiiriniais bruozais
ir unikalia deiktine sistema iSsiskiriancios balty kalbos galéty suteikti ypac

The linguistic expression of space in Lithuanian and Latvian is a
timely and promising research topic, offering insight into how these
languages encode spatial relations and conceptualise location. It
enables the investigation of links between spatial structure and
linguistic form, between conceptual representations of place and
their realisation across linguistic levels, and between the deictic
centre, the speaker’s perspective, and situational context.

Within philology, research on spatial expression—including spatial
deixis—contributes to the description of the semantic—pragmatic
system of language and to the development and empirical testing of
theoretical models explaining how spatial meanings are structured
and interpreted. It also supports the study of linguistic variation and
change and advances comparative and typological linguistics by
integrating morphology, semantics, and pragmatics within a
coherent analytical framework and by linking synchronic and
diachronic perspectives.

Despite extensive international research on spatial encoding from
typological, cognitive, and experimental perspectives, Baltic
languages remain comparatively underrepresented in broader cross-
linguistic discussions of spatial deixis and orientation strategies. By
focusing on Lithuanian and Latvian—Ilanguages characterised by
archaic structural features and a distinctive deictic system—this
research can provide high-value empirical evidence for cross-
linguistic comparison and contribute to refining universal models of
spatial conceptualisation.
