Motives for nature tourists and their impact on tourism

In recent decades, nature tourism has been growing rapidly, with individual or small group hikes
increasingly giving way to mass events, in which several hundred to thousands of people can hike
at the same time. Although the motives for nature tourism trips — the desire to escape the urban
environment, the pursuit of peace and quiet, physical activity, or learning about nature — have been
widely discussed in scientific literature, the motivations of participants in mass nature tourism
remain largely unexplored. It is unclear how these motivations differ from those of traditional
nature tourists and how close they are to other forms of mass active tourism, such as marathons or
mass sporting events. What motivates these people to travel and what impact do their trips have on
the local community? Is that similar to marathons or other mass tourism?
