(Inter)subjectivity is a broad functional
domain encompassing a variety of linguistic
realizations (e.g. modal, evidential, pragmatic
markers, discourse particles, etc.) and can be
approached from different theoretical and
methodological perspectives. This field of
research also opens up opportunities for
interdisciplinary studies, as insights from a
wide range of linguistic areas (pragmatics,
semantics, discourse analysis, etc.) can be
combined with methodological approaches in
sociology, political communication, media
studies, and digital humanities that allow for
an exploration of the role of language in

modern and historically changing
sociocultural processes.
Synchronically, the expression of

(inter)subjectivity and its functional spectrum
can be explored in Lithuanian as well as from
a cross-linguistic perspective (Lithuanian,
English, Polish, etc.) across different types of
discourse (media, political), drawing on
innovative methodological approaches. A
diachronic perspective could examine how
various realizations of (inter)subjectivity have
evolved across different historical periods,
highlighting the role of social, cultural, and
ideological factors influencing these shifts.

The expression and content of
(inter)subjectivity have been widely explored
in English, Spanish, German, and Polish.
Numerous contrastive studies involving
English and Spanish have examined
