The structure of every language is determined by a
number of factors. The most important of these are
its genealogical relations, universals, and language
contact. Long-term contact between speech
communities can result in linguistic areas. Well-
known examples of such areas are the Balkans,
Southeast Asia and the Circum-Baltic region. Linguists
established these areas largely on the basis of
categories of “core” grammar, such as word order,
the use of cases and prepositions, and verbal
categories. In the present PhD project, however, we
will shift the focus to spoken discourse phenomena.
We will be interested in phenomena such as
discourse markers and particles like ‘yes’ and ‘no’ in
English, dialogic formulae like ‘come on’ or ‘just so’,
and the use of auxiliary verbs in affirmative responses
(e.e. ‘Do you need help?”— ‘1 do’). Interest in
discourse-level phenomena from the perspective of
language contact is a relatively new development.
The few existing studies, including those conducted
by the supervisor of this PhD project, have
significantly impacted our understanding of linguistic
areas. Applicants are free to choose the languages,
region and phenomena they study depending on
their background. An interdisciplinary approach that
considers the sociocultural history of speech
communities is encouraged.
