The theme encompasses literary and
interdisciplinary research aimed at (1) analyzing
aesthetic mimesis as a means of (re)producing
cultural ontologies; (2) examining the expression
of social imagery in literary discourse and its
connection to the agency of individuals and
communities; (3) examining phenomena of social
mimesis and their representation in literature; and
(4) analyzing specific authorial mimetic practices.
Research of this kind clarifies the connections
between aesthetics and society and sheds light on
the nature and functioning of human creativity,
which is relevant in the changing technological
context.
