feminizmo (G. Rose, L. McDowell, D. Massey).
LG pripaZjsta, kad dabarties pasaulis yra
dinamiska erdviy ir viety konsteliacija, kuriai
istirti reikalingas ypatingas Zvilgsnis bei
raSymo budas, atkuriantis erdvés reiskiniy
sgveikas ir persidengimus. Erdvé suvokiama
ne kaip pavirSius ar konteineris Zmoniy,
gyviny ir daikty rySiams bei jvykiams, o jy
paciy sukuriama erdviné tiriné visuma,
kintanti, tampanti ir niekada nebaigta.
Literaturos  tekstuose - erdvé ne
reprezentuojama,  bet  parasoma  per
pasakojamas istorijas, veikéjy  rySius
tarpusavyije ir su pasauliu. LG domisi butent
tokiu erdvés rasymu.

LG turi ty paciy ambicijy, kaip ir
humanitariné geografija, kuri tiria Zmogaus
rySius su erdve tam, kad paaiskinty dabarties
pasaulio raida ir jo ateit;.

Literary geography (LG) is an interdisciplinary
practice that combines research in literature
and human geography (Hones 2022; Alexander,
Cooper 2025; Evans, Wilkens 2025). It is the
result of the spatial turn in humanities, shaped
by neomarxist, postcolonial and feminist
critique and affected by globalization, advanced
IT (GIS), which all helped put space in the
foreground of thinking about human
experience and its representation in literature.
LG regards space in literature according to the
notion of relational spece in geography, not as
an inert container for human actors, events,
relations, but as a constituent of those events,
relations, etc. It shifts the analysis of space in
literature from representation to the process of
writing space, which emerges from the
connections between characters, places,
communications, and their networks. When
analyzing several works or groups of works
from a geographical perspective, LG shifts from
close reading to distant reading and uses
cartographic tools (GIS).

LG has the same ambition as human geography
- to study human relationships with space to
explain the world and its future.

The call for research in literary geography is
open to those interested in contemporary
literature, postcolonial and feminist criticism in
relation to space, and interdisciplinary
methods.
