The gender aspect in literature, as in other
fields (art, cinema), began to be studied in
various ways in Lithuania after 1990.
Studies more often use tools of feminist
criticism, and less often — masculinist
ones. In this regard, it is possible to
analyze the work of any author from any
period in order to understand both
individual and socially dominant (or,
conversely, marginalized) attitudes toward
one of the most important features of
personal identity. In the contemporary
Western world, gender has become one of
the most sought-after categories, and its
meaning is changing rapidly. Broadly
speaking, the aspect of gender in literature
allows us to analyze issues such as

identity, positions of power and
domination, the importance of
representation, stereotypes and their

breaking, historical aspects of gender
concepts, status, and changes in social
roles, and is therefore closely related to
philosophical, historical, and sociological
research. Both feminist and masculinist
studies, as well as other methodologies
based on research into gender expression
in literature, emerged in the West in the
second half of the 20th century and
became an important part of the
humanities, which should be
supplemented by research into cultures
and literatures less familiar to them, such
as Lithuanian culture and literature.
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
