Hillis Milleris (Henry James), Dorrit Cohn
(Frantz Kafka), tiek misy dieny tyréjai: Brian
McHale (Jorge Luis Borges), Cathy Caruth
(Toni Morrison), tafiau dé¢l Iserio prieigos
komplikuotumo tai néra dazna, todél rizikinga,
taciau leidZianti iSvengti mechaniskos kartotés
praktika.

Since Plato and Aristotle, the question of what
occurs with reality in literary texts has not lost its
relevance in either the local or international
academic perspective, although proponents of the
dominant textual analysis practice ignore this issue.
The ideas of Wolfgang Iser, the developer of
reception theory, who presented a meaningful
contemporary interpretation of the phenomenon of
mimesis, are referred to in Lithuania almost
exclusively in the abstract; rarely is anyone willing
to test these ideas by interpreting the poetics of a
specific work or the corpora of the author.
Experiments with such interpretations in graduate
theses of literary studies analyzing Lithuanian and
Canadian prose have been fruitful, and recently a
few articles on Lithuanian literature have appeared
that practically apply Iser’s concept of
fictionalization. This allows the application of the
principles of reception criticism to the analysis of
literary texts in terms of mimesis to be considered a
promising alternative to the semiotic, narratological,

intertextual, and sociological analyses that
predominate in Lithuanian studies. In an
international ~ context,  Iser’s  concept  of

fictionalization has been applied to specific authors
by prominent 20th-century literary critics, such as J.
Hillis Miller (Henry James) and Dorrit Cohn (Frantz
Kafka) and contemporary researchers, such as Brian
McHale (Jorge Luis Borges) and Cathy Caruth (Toni
Morrison). However, due to the complexity of Iser’s
approach, this is not common practice, and although
risky, it allows one to avoid mechanical and
simplistic interpretations.
