The diverse interaction between literary texts,
political and cultural publications, and their authors
with  the Lithuanian national and civic
emancipation of the 19th and early 20th centuries
has been consistently researched, however, the
further development of these processes, especially
during the Soviet occupation and the first years of
restored independence, continues to be reflected in
the form of essays, ideologized and without
sufficient methodological distance. Research into
art, the history of architecture, everyday culture,
and similar topics has distanced itself from
victimization discourse for a couple of decades
now; there have been encouraging results in
applying sociological models (primarily those of
Pierre Bourdieu) to analyze the self-awareness and
organization of the artists, publishing, criticism,
and transformations of the literary canon. However,
attempts to look at the thematic and poetic
dimensions of texts and the stances of writers from
a postcolonial perspective are still extremely rare,
although the aforementioned theoretical approach,
initially applied only to the (de)colonization of the
Third World, is increasingly establishing itself as
an effective method for studying the (delayed)
impact of totalitarian regimes on culture and the
phenomena of ethnocentrism. In this respect,
literary scholars lag behind other Lithuanian
cultural studies. In the international context,
nationalism was at a certain point considered a
dying archaic phenomenon, but its "new breath” in
the West, its progressive growth and interference
with religion in India and other highly
heterogeneous societies, and migration encourage
us to reconsider the roots of this complex of ideas
in cultural (including literary) forms and the
engaging or mediating role of artistic texts in the
worldview negotiations between particularity and
universality. Several hundred peer-reviewed
publications are devoted each year to analyzing the
causes, regional characteristics, and social impact
of the "second wave" of literary (post- and pan-)
nationalism.
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
