Lithuanian nicknames have primarily been studied
in terms of their structure, semantics, usage, and
motivation, with most research focusing on
particular localities. By contrast, the nickname
practices of specific social groups, especially young
people, have received limited attention. Moreover,
Lithuanian linguistics has not yet examined
nicknames in depth from the perspectives of
anthropological  linguistics  and  linguistic
pragmatics, particularly linguistic politeness.
Therefore, it is relevant to investigate Lithuanian
youth nicknames using a socio-onomastic approach
commonly applied in international research. This
framework enables analysis of social, cultural, and
situational factors that shape community-specific
linguistic codes, patterns of linguistic behaviour,
social interactions, and perceptions of nicknames.
Pragmatic analysis can further reveal whether
relationships  between  nickname-givers and
nickname-receivers are symmetrical or
asymmetrical, and how these dynamics relate to
community values, social evaluation, self-
perception, and worldview. The study may confirm
or refute the hypothesis that attitudes towards
Lithuanian youth nicknames and their usage are
changing, while also identifying similarities and
differences within a broader international context.
On the basis of the research, a nickname database
could be created; as it is expanded, it would reveal
patterns of nickname usage, sociocultural and
pragmatic aspects, as well as structural and
functional change.
