Sitloma tematika yra aktuali filologijos mokslui
ir tarptautiniams literatiros tyrimams, nes
leidZia nagrinéti literatlrg recepcijos poZzidriu ir
suprasti, kaip literaturos tekstai veikia
skirtinguose kultdriniuose bei medijy
kontekstuose. Rusy literatlros recepcija Vakary
Europos ir Lietuvos kultirinéje bei medijy
erdvéje padeda atskleisti, kaip formuojasi
literatlry kanonai, kultUriniai vaizdiniai ir galios
santykiai. Analizuojant periodikg galima matyti,
kaip vieSajame diskurse kuriami ,kito” jvaizdziai
ir kaip jie susije su imperiniais bei kolonialiniais
diskursais, formuojanciais vakarietiskg pozirj j
rusy literatarg. Lietuvos konteksto jtraukimas
leidzia  atskleisti regionines  recepcijos
specifikas, papildancias vakarietiska
perspektyvg, o tarptautiné dimensija suteikia
galimybe nagrinéti, kaip kultUriniai vaizdiniai,
galios santykiai ir interpretacijos veikia vienas
kita.

The proposed theme is relevant to the field of
philology and international literary studies, as it
allows for an examination of literature from a
reception perspective and aids in understanding
how literary texts operate within various cultural
and media contexts. The reception of Russian
literature in the cultural and media spaces of
Western Europe and Lithuania reveals how
literary canons, cultural representations, and
power relations are formed. By analyzing
periodicals, one can observe how images of the
"other" are constructed in public discourse and
how these relate to imperial and colonial
discourses that shape the Western perspective
on Russian literature. Incorporating the
Lithuanian context uncovers regional specifics of
reception that complement the Western
perspective, while the international dimension
provides an opportunity to explore how cultural
representations, power relations, and
interpretations interact with one another.
