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Samoningumo paradigmos lietuviy literatiiroje

Paradigms of Consciousness in Lithuanian Literature

Samoningumo paradigmos isreiSkia ne individualig, bet tam tikram
laikotarpiui budingg bendrag patirties interpretavimo forma, kurig
artikuliuoja laikotarpiui atstovaujantys teksty ansambliai. Kultaros
sociologo Vytauto Kavolio pradéta literatiros tyrimo kryptis gali
bati plétojama pritaikant kuo jvairesnius metodologinius
instrumentus ir atrandant tekstus, likusius kultiiros pasyve ar
nesulaukusius naujo perskaitymo. Dabarties civilizaciniy poky¢iy
kontekstas nuolat sitilo naujus aspektus samoningumo tyrimams:
pozitris j aukas ir kaltuosius istoriniy laziy momentais, kultariné
emocijy verté, ly¢iy vaidmenys modernizacijos procesuose, tiesos
nevienareik§miSkumas, vidiné Kkolonizacija, zmogaus, gamtos ir
technologijy santykiai, asmens sampratos kaita. Samoningumo
reflektavimas reik§mingas ne vien savosios kulttiros supratimui, bet
jraso ja | civilizacinj konteksta, kuriame skirtingy paradigmy
atskleidimas leidzia suvokti ir savasias ribas, ir atveria semiotinio
universalumo galimybes. Tyrimai orientuoti j lietuviy literattiros
tekstus, bet lyginimui samoningumo aspektu rekomenduojami ir
kity Saliy literatiros pavyzdziai, tai pat siekiama tarpdalykinio
tyrimy pobudzio, sitloma rinktis analizei ne vien literatlirinius
objektus.

Consciousness paradigms reflect not only individual perspectives but
also overarching modes of interpreting experience characteristic of
specific eras, often expressed through texts representative of those times.
The literary research tradition initiated by cultural sociologist Vytautas
Kavolis can be expanded through diverse methodological approaches
and by uncovering overlooked or understudied texts. Ongoing changes
in civilization offer fresh perspectives for analyzing shifts in
consciousness: views on victims and perpetrators in times of upheaval,
the cultural significance of emotions, gender roles in modernization, the
ambiguity of truth, internal colonization, human-nature-technology
relationships, and shifting notions of self. Contemplating consciousness
1s essential for understanding one&#39;s own culture and situating it
within a broader civilizational context, where exploring different
paradigms helps identify limits and expand semiotic universality. While
the primary focus is on Lithuanian literary texts, the inclusion of
examples from other nations’ literature supports comparative analysis in
consciousness research. The aim is to pursue interdisciplinary studies,
examining a variety of objects beyond just literary works.
