Social identity in contemporary linguistics and
interdisciplinary humanities is understood as a
dynamic process that is continuously
constructed and  reconstructed  through
language. Language functions not only as a
means of communication, but also as an
expression of social meanings, power relations,
and identity. This issue is particularly relevant
in rapidly changing sociocultural and digital
contexts, where lexical change intensifies and
new meanings, discourse patterns, and forms of
identity emerge.

The research field encompasses the role of
lexical innovation and neologisms in the
construction of social identity, as well as
discourse strategies and linguistic choices
through which aspects of gender, generation,
professional communities, migration
experience, and cultural and linguistic
affiliation are articulated. This perspective
makes it possible to examine how linguistic
change not only reflects social transformations
but also actively contributes to shaping them.
Methodologically, the research is based on an
integrated  approach  combining  corpus
linguistics,  digital  discourse  analysis,
qualitative and quantitative methods, and a
comparative multilingual perspective. Such an
approach enables work with large-scale
authentic empirical data, the use of
contemporary language technologies, and the
development of research within a broader
international  academic  context  through
participation  in  international  projects,
networks, and ongoing scholarly debates.
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
