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Stilistika: nauji poziuriai ir disciplinos
stiprinimas

Stylistics: new approaches and reinforcing
the discipline

Stilistika yra i$ esmés tarpdisciplininé ir
eklektiSka sritis: jg galima laikyti diskurso
analizeés Saka, orientuota j literatiira,
jskaitant kurybinius multimodalius tekstus,
taciau ji taip pat susipina su literaturos
kritika, kognityvine poetika ir semiotika.
Skirtingi stilistikos tyréjy tikslai atspindi
platy stilistikos taikymo spektrg: kartais
pagrindinis mokslininky uzdavinys yra
parengti iSsamius tekstinius esamy
literatlriniy interpretacijy ir skaitytojy
reakcijy apraSymus; kartais démesys
labiau sutelkiamas j konkreciy kalbiniy
pasirinkimy (pvz., neiginio, deiksés,
metafory) estetine funkcija; kartais
akcentuojamas tam tikras Zanras, o kartais
- koncepcinés sistemos ar analitinio
metodo tobulinimas.

Nors tyrimai bet kurioje i§ minéty sriciy
yra akivaizdZziai sveikintini, i$ tiesy
reikalingas ambicingas pokytis, kad
stilistika i jvairiy laisvai susijusiy praktiky
tapty savarankiska disciplina su savo
darbotvarke, tikrai atkartojamais metodais
ir sutarimu dél pagrindiniy sgvoky ir
terminijos. Labai skatinami pasiulymai,
kuriais siekiama stilistikg plétoti kaip
atskirg discipling, o ne tik kaip tyrimy
tematika. Galimi tokio pobudzio tyrimai:

1. Jvairiy poZitriy (pvz., kognityvine
gramatika ir sisteminé funkciné gramatika)
palyginimas ir vertinimas;

2. Sistemingy apzvalgy atlikimas siekiant
nustatyti tendencijas ir geriausig praktika;
3. Esamy analiziy atkartojimas;

4. lvairiy stilistiniy hipoteziy
eksperimentinis tikrinimas;

5. Darbas stilistikos ir dirbtinio intelekto
sankirtoje (pvz., stiliaus imitavimas,
tikslingy teksto manipuliacijy galimybés);
6. Stilistinés analizés iSplétimas j kitas
kalbas, t. y. kontrastyvineé stilistika ir
lyginamieji tyrimai;

7. Mano paties modeliy, susijusiy su
poetinés kalbos sudétingumu (Castiglione

Stylistics is an intrinsically interdisciplinary and
eclectic field: it can be conceived of as a branch
of discourse analysis focusing on literature -
including creative multimodal texts -

but it also overlaps with literary criticism,
cognitive poetics and semiotics. The varying
goals of stylisticians reflect the expansive scope
of stylistics: sometimes their main effort is that
of producing rigorous textual accounts of
existing literary interpretations and readerly
responses; sometimes there is a more restricted
focus on the aesthetic function of specific
linguistic choices (e.g., negation, deixis,
metaphor); sometimes the emphasis is on a
given genre; and sometimes on refining a
conceptual framework or analytical method.

While research in any of the above areas is
obviously welcomed, what is truly needed is an
ambitious shift to transform stylistics from a
range of loosely related practices into an
autonomous discipline with its own agenda,
truly replicable methods, and consensus on key
concepts and terminology. Proposals that are
meant to advance stylistics as a discipline -
rather than a field of study - are strongly
encouraged. These include, but are not limited
to:

1. Comparing and assessing different
approaches (e.g., cognitive grammar vs
systemic functional linguistics);

2. Conducting systematic reviews to identify

trends and best practices;

Replicating existing analyses;

4. Testing experimentally various stylistic
hypotheses;

5. Working at the intersection between
stylistics and Al (e.g., imitation of style,
possibilities for targeted text
manipulations);

6. Extending stylistic analysis to other
languages, that is, making stylistics both
contrastive and comparative;

7. Adopting and extending my own models
on difficulty (Castiglione 2019), imagery
(Castiglione 2020a), style (Castiglione
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2019), vaizdingumu (Castiglione 2020a),
stiliumi (Castiglione 2026, bus iSleista) ir
efektais (rengiama), pritaikymas ir
iSplétimas.
