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Kolektyvinés tapatybés (tautinés, sovietinés, religinés, pilietinés ir kitos) reiSkiasi kaip saves
suvokimo pavidalai, kurie formuojasi istoriskai ir palaikomi kolektyvinés atminties ritualy bei
simboliy. Tapatybés reiskiasi per kasdienes praktikas ir ritualus, kolektyvine atmintj, simbolius
ir Zenklus, vieSuosius diskursus, naratyvus bei institucine veikla. Tapatybes veikia politiniai
sprendimai bei Kkiti iSoriniai pokyciai, | kuriuos jos reaguoja savitais budais: atmeta, patiria
vidinius tapatybinius konfliktus, derasi, ieSko orientyry ir prisitaiko. Tematika apima platy
galimy temy ir problemy spektra, lieCiantj visuomenés ar jos grupiy tapatybinj santykj su
sovietiniais, posovietiniais, autoritariniais ir demokratiniais politiniais reZimais.

Laukiama tyrimy, analizuojanciy Kkolektyvines tapatybes sovietinio rezimo ir jo politiniy
intervencijy kontekste, transformacijy i$ autoritariniy ar totalitariniy rezimy j demokratinius
laikotarpiu, integracijos j Europos Sgjunga metu, taip pat demokratijoms susiduriant su
jvairiomis krizémis. Analizei gali buti naudojamos jvairios kritinés prieigos, jskaitant emocijy
istorijos, atminties studijy, nacionalizmo ir postkolonializmo teorijy perspektyvas.

Identities in the (post-)Soviet and democratic political regimes
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Collective identities (national, Soviet, religious, civic, and others) manifest as forms of self-
understanding historically shaped and sustained by rituals and symbols of collective memory.
Identities are expressed through everyday practices and rituals, collective memory, symbols
and signs, public discourses, narratives, and institutional activities. Identities are shaped by
political decisions and broader socio-political changes, to which they respond in distinctive
ways: by rejecting, experiencing internal identity conflicts, negotiating, seeking orientation, and
adapting. The thematic focus encompasses a broad spectrum of topics and issues related to the
identity-based relationship between society or its groups and Soviet, post-Soviet, authoritarian,
and democratic political regimes.

We invite studies that examine collective identities shaped by the Soviet regime and its political
interventions; identities formed during transitions from authoritarian or totalitarian rule to
democracy; identities evolving through European Union integration; and identities in
democracies that are either stable or experiencing different kinds of crises. Submissions may
draw on a wide range of critical approaches, including the history of emotions, memory studies,
and theories of nationalism and postcolonialism.
