Textual criticism (known as textology in Lithuanian
and Slavic languages), which since Classical
Antiquity has had and retained both a practical
function (the preparation of authoritative editions)
and a foundational theoretical role (understanding
the general principles of the origin and use of texts)
in recent times, the methodology of analyzing the
genetic development and creative ecology of texts
has expanded. The possibilities of these
interdisciplinary (philology, history, bibliography,
sociology, informatics) studies are still poorly
developed in terms of Lithuanian literary and
cultural material, therefore, there is a lack of local
expertise in preparing contemporary critical and
genetic editions (especially in digital form) and in
gaining a deeper understanding of the corpora of
manuscripts by 19th- and 20th-century authors. In
the international context, research in the fields of
authorial ~ philology  (autographs and their
publication) and theory of text is being conducted
intensively using hermeneutic, genetic, and the
social production of texts approaches, the concept of
the polytextuality of works, explaining how the
digitization of literature and digital-born works
affect reception and the development of analytical
tools. The presentation of Lithuanian case studies in

international scholarly publications and
participation in lively academic debates on
relativistic and normative alternatives in the

development of textual scholarship are important
both for universal networking among humanities
and for the wider dissemination of national heritage.
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
