Sia tema itin iSsamaus ir
nuoseklaus tyrimo, apimancio platesnj lietuviy
literatiiros lauka, dar néra. Tarptautiniy tyrimy
kontekste jprastai tévysté aiSkinama kaip
literatiiriné reprezentacija, kaip patriarchaliné
galios figlira (pavyzdZiui, Grant Andrews
,Representations of fatherhood and paternal
narrative power in South African English
literature*), Siuo atveju tévysté suprantama ne
tik kaip biologiné duotybé, bet kaip santykis
tarp prozos veikéjy, kaip (ne) esamas pokalbis,
dialogas tarp saves ir kito / nepazjstamo, kaip
atsirandancios jvairios zmogiskosios
egzistencijos ir bendrabiivio patirties formos
(ne) buti su artimu / tolimu kaip kitu. Tévyste
jraSoma ] bendrazmogiSsky santykiy erdve.
Disertacijoje analizuojamos tévystés reikSmeés
biity siejamos su skirtinga literatiirine kalba,

sukurta individualios kiréjo literatirinés
vaizduotes, su individualiu prozos
pasaulévaizdziu.

The phenomenon of fatherhood would be
examined through a phenomenological and
hermeneutic approach in Lithuanian modernism
and the latest prose, short stories. There is no
particularly detailed and consistent study on this
topic covering the broader field of Lithuanian
literature (Juozas Grusas, Ignas Seinius, Petras
Tarulis, Antanas Skéma, Jurgis Jankus, Juozas
Aputis, Bronius RadzeviCius, Sigitas Parulskis,
Alvydas Slepikas, Daina Opolskaité). In the
context of international research, fatherhood is
usually interpreted as a literary representation, as
a patriarchal figure of power (for example, Grant
Andrews ,Representations of fatherhood and
paternal narrative power in South African English
literature), but in this case, fatherhood is
understood not only as a biological given, but as
a relationship between characters in prose, as a
(non)existent conversation, dialogue between
oneself and another stranger, as various forms of
human existence and coexistence emerging (not)
being with someone close/distant as another.
Parenthood is recorded in the space of human
relationships. The meanings of parenthood
analyzed would be associated with different
literary language, created by the individual
literary imagination of the creator, with an
individual prose worldview.
