Tilsit as the capital of Lithuania Minor. The
significance of the city for Lithuanian studies in
the 18th and early 20th centuries

Tilsit developed as a multicultural, largely bilingual
city. Lithuanian culture developed in the midst of
this active, multilingual, and multifaceted cultural
life of Tilsit. In the 18th century, Tilsit became one
of the most important centers of the active
Lithuanian movement. The first fiction book in
Lithuanian was published in Tilsit (1701). Various
Lithuanian societies operated here. In the presented
topic, the city of Tilsit is perceived as a palimpsest,
constantly rewritten in the course of history,
consisting of heterogeneous records. It is planned to
analyze the socio-cultural changes that took place in
Prussia, later in the German Empire, and in
Lithuania Minor as a part of it, in the 19th and 20th
centuries; to evaluate the texts created here from the
perspective of interdisciplinarity and define the
specificity of the phenomena, taking into account
the problematic nature of images, stereotypes, and
established attitudes; to capture and define the
efforts that emerged in the works of Tilsit artists,
especially in the 19th century, to construct the
foundations of a distinctive Lithuanian cultural
autonomy in Lithuania Minor, without losing sight
of the parallel and growing movement towards

QGreater Lithuania.
