KvieCiame teikti disertacijy projektus, skirtus politinei, BaznycCios, kultiiros, socialinei bei
ekonominei istorijai, motery istorijai, taip pat apimancius ly¢iy bei seksualumo studijas,
nedominuojanciy etniniy grupiy problematika. Projektai gali apimti laikotarpj nuo XVIII a. pabaigos
iki XXI a. pradzios ir buti skirti ne tik Lietuvos, bet ir zymiai platesniam Vidurio Ryty ar Vidurio ir
Ryty Europos regionui. Siuo laikotarpiu Lietuva ilga laika buvo praradusi savo valstybinguma, tad
ypac sveikinti projektai, kuriuose analizuojama politiniy rezimy kaita, visuomenés prisitaikymas prie
Ju, rezistencija bei siekis iSsivaduoti. Svarbios ne tik temos, skirtos ,,aukstajai“ kulttirai, politiniams
rezimams, tarptautiniams santykiams ar uzsienio politikai, bet ir ,,mazojo zmogaus* problemos,
atsizvelgiancios ] ,,balsus i$ apacios®. Taip pat aktuallis yra mikroistoriniai tyrimai, taciau tik tada,
kai jie padeda atskleisti makroistorinius procesus. Svarbus ne tik tyrimo objektas, bet ir metodologinis
naujumas, ypaé atsizvelgimas ] regionui aktualias modernizacijos teorijas bei tarpdisciplinines
prieigas, taikomas antropologijoje ar sociologijoje. Itin sveikintini lyginamieji tyrimai.

History of the Nineteenth, Twentieth, and Twenty First Centuries

We welcome the PhD research projects in political, cultural, social and economic history, also in the
history of Church, women, gender, sexuality, and non-dominant ethnic groups. The projects can
cover the period from the late eighteenth to the early twenty first century, and geographically can
include not only Lithuania but also a broader region of Central and Eastern Europe. In the late
eighteenth century Lithuania lost its statehood for a long period, therefore the projects researching
the changes of political regimes and adaptation of local people, the resistance and strive for liberation
are very welcome. The research on high culture, political regimes, international relations or foreign
policy as well as research on the problems of ordinary man valuing the ‘voices from below’ is equally
important. Microhistory research which reveals the macro-historical processes is also relevant. Not
only the research object is important, but also the new methodology, knowledge of regionally
important modernisation theories and the interdisciplinary approach which could be applied in
anthropology or sociology is significant. Comparative research is strongly encouraged.
