Although the current Lithuanian literary
canon includes many writers from the first
half of the twentieth century, there are
aspects and authors that have not yet
received sufficient attention in contemporary
literary  studies: literary = magazines,
anthologies and almanacs; the prose and
poetry of left-wing writers; interwar women
writers; popular prose; ego-documents
(memoirs, diaries, letters), among others.
Research that highlights new perspectives,
less studied topics and authors would
contribute significantly to rethinking the
center and periphery of the literature of the
first half of the twentieth century, as
established in literary historiography. In the
context of international research, especially
when considering interwar literature, it is
important to renew research on women'’s
writing and popular literature, including
writers who were read and discussed by their
contemporaries but later forgotten. A
reassessmet of the literary history of the first
half of the twentieth century also requires
more detailed research into the Lithuanian
literary canon that emerged during this
period: the historical circumstances of
canon’s formation and its reception.
